Catching up on the McElwee Award in 2022

After a hiatus during the pandemic, the McElwee Award has been back in
force this year with much to catch up on. The Award seeks to offer Stoics the
opportunity to travel with a cultural or academic purpose and then report back
on their findings. Pupils travel in pairs, usually during the Summer before their
Upper Sixth year.

The fund from which awards are made was initially established by former pupils
of the long-serving Bill McElwee, who taught at Stowe either side of the Second
World War. He was well known for taking pupils on trips during the Summer,

so it is fitting that pairs of Stoics undertake these exciting adventures in his
memory.

Given that our four pairs of 2020 winners missed their trips due to travel
restrictions, we are delighted that most will be able to travel this Summer.
Although they have now left Stowe, they will report their findings back to the
committee at a dinner in September, at the East India Club in London. With our
winners currently finishing their first year at university or completing gap years,
we are looking forward to hearing where their post-Stowe lives are taking them,
as well as what they discovered on their McElwee trips.

At Stowe, the Committee took applications from the Upper Sixth for the first
time in order to ensure that this cohort did not miss the opportunity that was
denied to them last year by national restrictions. Five excellent pairs were
chosen to travel on a range of diverse trips: Sabyn Maude and Amalie Mager
(Lyttelton) plan to investigate the attitude of young people towards democracy
in former communist states; Henry Goodwin-Hudson and Wilf Wyatt (Bruce)

will go to Crete to re-trace the steps of Patrick Leigh Fermor’s famous escapade
capturing a German general; Eleanor Blane (Queen’s) and Isabella Lloyd
(Nugent) will consider how the legacy of ancient Rome affects the city’s modern
politics and culture; Benjamin Li (Cobham) and Baz Calkin (Chatham) will

make a philosophical study of ancient Greece; and Annabel Hing and Jet West
(Stanhope) will head to both Bruges and Budapest to compare the historic art of
repressive and democratic governments. These pupils will also return to present
their findings this Autumn before their further studies, work or travel commence.

The Lower Sixth are normally the primary audience for the McElwee
presentations but, due to the inability of winners to travel last year, the McElwee

Committee stepped in ably in November to inspire the Lower Sixth with their
own tales of McElwee travel. David White (Temple 11) gave an engaging
account of his McElwee trip to Kyiv in 2010, a talk that took on even more
resonance in recent months. He was followed Mark Goodwin-Hudson (Grafton
88), who relayed his exciting journey across the Sinai Desert in 1987. Both
brought out the drama of their trips brilliantly and were also able to reflect on
the profound impact that the award has had on their lives beyond Stowe. The
McElwee Award hopes to help Stoics have confidence in taking on any challenge
and to see a far larger purpose in their education beyond the taking of exams
and entrance to university. These themes came out poignantly from Mark and
David’s excellent talks.

The talks clearly inspired the Lower Sixth, as 12 pairs applied to the Award

with excellent propositions. We hope that they are all able to undertake these
at some point, even if they were not able to secure funding from the McElwee
Award. From this cohort, there were four pairs of winners: Deborah James

and Imogen Taylor (Nugent) are heading to Iceland with a focus on linking
history and sustainability; India Baillie and Alice Scheffey (Queen’s) will travel to
Barcelona for an architectural study of Gaudi; David Stirling and Max Cranmer
(Temple) will study continuing cultural divisions in former Yugoslavia; and Josha
Mital (Winton) and Daniel Boardman (Chatham) will consider the development
of philosophy, mathematics and logic in Athens. These are all exciting trips and
will no doubt excite a future crop of winners from our Lower Sixth next year.

To celebrate the Award and the life of Bill McElwee, we were also pleased to
welcome Dr Tracy Borman to give the McElwee Lecture this year. Speaking on
‘The Private Lives of the Tudors’, she brought alive her book on this topic and
considered different ways of approaching seemingly well-known topics by using
new sources and perspectives in her research. Her descriptions of the activities
of the ‘groom of the stool” were especially vivid and memorable.

There has been much to catch up on as life returns to more regular rhythms
and it has been exciting to see several cohorts of Stoics win the McElwee Award
and plan for trips this Summer. Assuming that they are all able to travel as
planned, there will be 26 Stoics and Old Stoics travelling in pairs across Europe
this Summer. I hope that they gain as much from their trips as the generations
of OId Stoics that have gone before them.

Stowe Takes a Huge
Leap Towards a
Plastic Free Future

Commitment to sustainability has never been more important and at
Stowe, like thousands of schools across the UK, we are trying to play
our part in protecting the environment. Over the last school year, we
have continued to develop our sustainable strategy with the ambition of
reducing plastic waste from our daily operations as much as possible.

Our Housekeeping Department have now taken a huge leap forward by
teaming up with Purozo, a leading sustainable supplier of cleaning and
facilities products, to eliminate even more plastic waste from our daily cleaning
operations.

Although our School has been cleaned for some time with a chemical-free
solution produced on-site, we have now further reduced the need for single
use plastics by turning to a brand new sachet based cleaning system, to
further reduce our carbon footprint. Using a revolutionary concept, single-use
toilet cleaning products, that previously contributed significantly to plastic
waste, have now been entirely removed from the cleaning process.

The system works by receiving small, fully accredited biodegradable pouches,
containing a number of sachets, that when mixed with water, fully dissolve
to create a cleaning solution covering a variety of areas and needs, such as
bathrooms where limescale can be difficult to manage.

The sachets are made of naturally derived ingredients, and now mean that
with their clever packaging system, we significantly reduce our plastic waste
from our daily operations. Better yet, the sachets are manufactured completely
in the UK, less than 80 miles from Stowe. Even the re-useable bottles used are
made from a significant percentage of recycled materials.

On Friday 17 June, the Naval Cadets headed down to Portsmouth for a
day of sea-based adventure. When we arrived, we met with the skipper
and walked along the harbour jetty to the boat that we would be sailing
on throughout the day.

Upon meeting the crew, the Cadets carried out a safety briefing and had
life jackets fitted, prior to going aboard. We then set sail from the dock
and carried out a tour around Portsmouth Naval Dockyard, seeing some
of the naval ships that were alongside and being patrolled by police boats.
Some of the HM ships that we saw were HMS Queen Elizabeth 2 and HMS
Westminster, a Destroyer.

Once we were safely out of the harbour, we noticed a large number of
other sea-going crafts on the water. With the temperature at 28°C, it was
no surprise that everyone was having a lovely day on the water. Away
from busy moving cruise ships and yachts, the Cadets then began having
a go at steering and controlling the ship and looking at navigation with
help of the Skipper.

We anchored off Chichester harbour for lunch and a little sunbathing on
the upper deck. After lunch, the Cadets were given five different points to
locate and navigate to, providing the helmsman with the correct bearing
and time it would take between these points. Each Cadet steered the
boat back to Portsmouth harbour where the skipper manoeuvred our boat
safely and tied up alongside. Once the boat was secured to the Jetty, we
all had to wash down the boat so the windows were clean of salt water.
The Cadets had a great day and learnt a lot from this field day.

First up, climbing. Canoe Trail has an amazing indoor climbing centre and in our
groups we all got to climb and participate in different competitions with each
other, such as the fastest climb or hanging for the longest. All of them were
highly contested and extremely enjoyable. There was the promise of a prize from
Lt Colonel de Gale for anyone who could hang on for longer than one of the
instructors which set a fun target, and was, in fact, beaten.

Next, high ropes. There was an incredible high ropes confidence course which aided
in helping many Cadets overcome their fear of heights and work together in teams
on the challenging Jacob’s Ladder or Sky Walk. With your classmates being the ones
responsible for belaying you, it was very interesting and added extra tension and
suspense as people had to trust one another to not fall.

At Kempston there was a small river ideal for water sports such as kayaking and
stand up paddle boarding. It was a very enjoyable experience and a lot of people
learnt new skills on the kayaks and gained the confidence to stand up on the paddle
boards. This activity was my personal favourite as we all had great fun pushing
people in and capsizing their boards which was extremely refreshing in the boiling
hot summer sun. At the end there was the opportunity to dive and jump in to the
river and cool down on what was the hottest day of the year so far, at 31° C.

Finally, the class favourite, axe and knife throwing. After drying off from the
kayaking we warmed up by a fire and learnt a few things about bush craft. This was
remarkably interesting as we learnt about the ‘fire triangle’ and other important life
skills. Once we had warmed-up, we moved onto axe throwing. This was arguably
one of the most fun, yet challenging activities. Throwing the axes at the right
strength was surprisingly hard, never mind hitting the target, and even if you hit the
target, there was no guarantee it would stick. Despite this, Pirran Bettany (Grafton)
still managed to get the astonishingly high score of 150/150, which was very
impressive and he even beat the instructors!

It was an amazing day and extremely fun, and is definitely something to look
forward to in the CCF!

Fights for Dulcie

Many of the Stowe Community will know
that I am passionate about Boxing, and on
Saturday 21 May, I boxed for the first time
in almost a decade. Whilst yes, the fight
satisfied desires to compete, there was a
greater cause to fight for that night.

The boxing gym I attend in my hometown of
Bolton organised the white-collar event under
the banner Snowflake Promotions, pledging
the proceeds from the night towards funding
treatment for a 5-year-old girl called Dulicie.

In December 2021, Dulcie and her family
received the terrible diagnosis that she

had stage 4 Neuroblastoma. An aggressive
childhood cancer, it leaves a sad outlook with
a 40-50% chance of long-term survival. As
part of the event and ongoing fundraising
we hoped to help raise enough money to
help her access pioneering treatment in the
United States, which is not currently offered
here in the United Kingdom.

Held at the De Vere Whites Hotel at the
University of Bolton Stadium (home of Bolton
Wanderers F.C.), the event was a massive
successive. 24 fights thrilled the audience
which had packed out the venue. The event
coincided with Dulcie’s birthday and so at the
midway interval a rendition of Happy Birthday
rang out from everyone for Dulcie.

In addition to the bouts there was also an
auction of various sporting memorabilia, from

Roy Jones Jr signed gloves, to Tyson Fury
memorabilia and football lots. This was in
addition to the JustGiving Fund that was set
up when the fight date was announced.

My own fight was an entertaining bout
where my opponent was almost a foot taller
than me and outweighed me by 12kg. The
bout went the distance and was scored
(contentiously may I add) a draw.

It took months of gruelling work to get back
in to shape with three years of the infamous
Stowe Stone(s) certainly taking their toll. If
Stoics take anything from my fight, I hope
that it is how hard work, dedication and
sacrifice pay dividends when faced with
overwhelming odds and adversity. All that
said, it was hard to dwell on the result - win,
lose or draw - when we helped contribute
to what was a successful fundraising event.
We all came away safely, and our fight is
certainly nowhere near as tough as the one
Dulicie faces.

If all goes to plan, I hope to be back out

in the ring twice over the next few months
either as an amateur or fighting for a
worthwhile cause. In the meantime, whilst
